Bill 117 was presented by MPP Helena Jaczek on October 27, 2008. Bill 117 is a bill to amend
the Highway Traffic Act to prohibit the driving and operation of motorcycles with a child

passenger.

Specifically, the Highway Traffic Act would be amended by adding the following section:
Prohibition of passengers under 14 years old on motorcycles. 38.1 No person shall drive or
operate a motorcycle on a highway if another person under the age of 14 years is a passenger on

the motorcycle.

WHEREAS: Bill 117, 2008 is an infringement of rights, is discriminatory toward motorcyclists,

their families and their time together,

WHEREAS: Adequate legislation exists towards the safety of motorcyclists and their passengers,
